Splitting the Keyboard (Split Mode)

when the Split mode is active, the keyboard will be
divided into two separate areas, which means you can
play two different voices with your left and right hands.
Furthermore, by selecting the same voice on two areas,
two players can play the instrument simultaneously
with the same voice. This is helpful for teaching, in
which one person plays a model performance and the
other person watches and practices while sitting at the
first person’s side.
